 Boran Cattle 

Jim Sullivan has run a small herd of pure-bred Boran Cattle for 7 years at Cave 
Creek Station, Mataranka, and has gradually introduced the genetics to his gen-
eral herd in a bid to improve both fertility and survival.   

“Friends from Queensland, the best cattle people I know, experienced great  
benefits from cross-breeding using four genetic bases in their herd – and one of 
them was African,” he explains. 

“I bought a small herd of pure-bred Borans and have crossed them with my herd 
cows, which feature both Brahman and Droughtmaster heredity.”  

About Borans 

The Boran are Bos indicus cattle, which were taken to Africa from India more 
than 2000 years ago as payment for slaves. Thus they are the only African 
Zebu. They were developed by the Borana people of southern Ethiopia and 
northern Kenya, who selected them for the ability to produce enough milk to al-
low man, cow and calf to survive, despite regular feed and water shortages. It  
has been bred as a purebred for 1300 years. 

The CSIRO went to Africa in the 1980s, looking for breeds to improve the North-
ern cattle herd. They assessed 14 indigenous breeds of cattle; the Boran was 
identified as the most suitable for Northern Australia.  

Similar to the Brahman in appearance, they have a zebu hump, and can be red 
or grey, and horned or polled. They are a slightly smaller size than Brahmans, 
but renown as “good doers”. This tendency to survive reflects their good udders  
(less bottle teats), good mothering tendencies which ensures a greater survival 
rate of calves, and also good teeth, with sound mouths found in cows up to 15 
years of age.  

Boran were imported into Australia in 1990, and underwent evaluation by the 
CSIRO for efficiency of growth, reproduction and survival, resistance to environ-
mental stresses including heat and cattle ticks, and meat and carcass quality. 

This research showed that the big benefits of cross-breeding Brahman and Bo-
ran were survival and fertility, without any loss of resistance to heat or ticks. The 
hybrid vigour compensated for the slightly smaller size of the Boran.

Stud History 

Coodardie Brahman stud was formed in 1976 in north Queensland by Mike and 
Rory O’Brien (MJ and RS O’Brien). From modest beginnings the stud herd grew 
to a strength of in excess of 1500 registered breeding cows. This was boosted 
by the largest single stud purchase in Australia – 600 Cherokee stud cows at 
$3000 each in 1991. Coodardie led the way in single stud annual production 
sales in Charters Towers, north Queensland in 1991 to 1993, as well as holding 
their own sale in Katherine, Northern Territory in 1990. In 1993 the O’Briens sold 
their Queensland properties and moved to Carmor Plains Station, NT, taking 
with them 2500 head of their Coodardie Brahmans. 

Coodardie Brahmans is a stud and commercial Brahman cattle operation based 
at Numul Numul  and Coodardie Stations near Mataranka in the Northern Terri-
tory. Coodardie Brahmans is the trading name of Coodardie Pty Ltd which is 
owned and operated by the O’Brien family. In November 2001 the family sold 
their NT floodplain station, Carmor Plains, and moved their entire operation,  
which includes 3000 high quality Brahman cattle, to Numul Numul Station south 
east of Mataranka. It was at this time at which Coodardie Pty Ltd was formed.   
Numul Numul is leased from the local Numul Numul Aboriginal Corporation. In 
2003, a smaller property, “Coodardie” was formed on the outskirts of Mataranka.  
It is the home of the core stud herd.

1. The highest bidder shall, subject to Condition 2, be the purchaser provided that the vendor reserves 
the right to bid either by himself or through his agent or auctioneer and should any dispute arise among the 
bidders for any lot, during or immediately after sale of the lot, it  shall be settled at the auctioneers absolute 

discretion who may, should one of the disputants advance, put the lot or lots up again. The bidding from time 
to time shall be regulated by the auctioneer and no bid shall be retracted. 
2. The sale will be conducted on a “Sale” or “No Sale” basis whereby the lot for sale shall be knocked

Save and except for female calves at foot, all females are guaranteed to be in calf or go 
into calf within six months of the date of sale or by the age of 30 months whichever date shall be the later. 

A positive pregnancy test certified by a qualified veterinary surgeon shall be sufficient evidence that the ani-
mal is in calf. 
17.3 Claims under Clauses 17.1 and 17.2 guarantees of fertility shall be made to the vendor within six 
months from the date of sale or prior to the animal entering a quarantine area other than on the vendor’s prop-

erty. 
17.3.1 All claims must be accompanied by a veterinary certificate which shall clearly identify the basis of the 
claim. 
17.3.2 Infertility resulting from injury or disease occuring after the sale of the animal shall not be covered by 

this guarantee. 
17.3.3 The vendor retains the right to have the animal placed on a property nominated by him or returned to 
his own property for further assessment of fertility for a period not exceeding six months. In the event of the 
animal being proven fertile within the period, the costs incurred shall be borne by the purchaser. In the event of 

the animal not being proven fertile within the period the costs incurred shall be borne by the vendor. 
17.4 LIABILITY OF A VENDOR. Except for costs defined elsewhere in the conditions of sale, the liabil-
ity of a vendor in respect of claims relating to fertility shall not exceed the purchase price of the animal(s) or to 
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provide mutually agreed upon replacement animals. 
17.5 REFUNDS. In the event of a claim being substantiated and the purchase price being refunded, the 

animal/s shall automatically become the property of the vendor and be returned to him or disposed of accord-
ing to his instructions at his expense. 
17.6 This guarantee shall be voided by the purchaser if - 
(a) The animal is returned to the vendor - 

 (i) in poor physical condition or with any injury; 
 (ii) tests carried out on behalf of the vendor within fourteen days of such return proved positive 
to any diseases which may affect the animals fertility or ability to breed naturally; or 
(b) the purchaser has collected and stored semen from a bull or embryos from a female. 

17.7 In the event of a dispute as to whether a lot is a breeder, such dispute shall be resolved by the vendor 
and the purchaser and the auctioneer, while he will use his best endeavours to assist , shall have no liability or 
responsibility in that regard. In the event that a lot is alleged or proved not to be a breeder, the purchaser shall 

nevertheless be obliged to pay the auctioneer the full purchase price and any other monies or interest payable 
by the purchaser in accordance with these Terms and Conditions.
